Registration and Payment Process
1. UDO Membership

*Each competitor must be a Member of the UDO to compete; competitors can register for membership at www.udostreetdance.com . To register click the British flag then MEMBERSHIP and complete one form for each competitor. A membership number will be sent for each registered member within 24hrs of submission.
*Please note, for the purpose of both “Public Liability” and “In Concert” insurance each competitor must hold a unique UDO membership number before completing any registration forms. To request a copy of the organisations “Public Liability” and “In Concert” insurance email: webmaster@uniteddance.co.uk).
2. Dancer Registration
Each team will need to complete a team registration form. Simply go to www.udostreetdance.com  Click on championships, and then on National Schools Championships, this will take you to the page. The registration forms can be submitted online. Each Team MUST be named, and this CANNOT be their school name. Also, each team will need a dedicated member of staff to supervise them on the day, and this needs to be written on the form. All team registration forms must be submitted 10 days before the event.

Please ensure that all forms are fully completed and submitted at the earliest opportunity.

Competition age categories

The entire competition will be run in 2 age categories. They will be as follows:

Primary 5 – Primary 7 (7-11)
Category 2

S1 – S3 (11-14)

Rules & Regulations
Teams:

· Each school is permitted to enter as many teams as they wish in each division, and each team must be named. (Please do not use the name of your school!)

· A team must consist of a minimum of 4 and a maximum of 30 dancers
· All dancers in a team MUST be from the SAME school.

· A team must compete in the age category of the oldest dancer.
· The length of the routine can be no longer than 2 minutes

· The music can be a mixture of more than one track

· Acrobatic moves may be used if you wish, but if judged to be unsafe, teams will be penalised!

· NO bad language is permitted in your recorded music

· A dancer cannot compete in more than one team

· Props may be used, but must be safe and dancers must be in control when using them.

· Costumes are optional, but please note that you will be judged purely on your dance, choreography and performance.
All teams will compete at the 
UDO Scottish Schools Street Dance Championship, at the SECC on Friday 23rd August 2013.
At the final, there will be a number of celebrity guests, professional Street and Break Dance demonstrations plus workshops from industry professionals. 
Support from the UDO
The UDO actively encourages pupils and students to choreograph their own routines to demonstrate their own abilities to work as a team and demonstrate their talents. The UDO will offer Schools assistance to find qualified teachers in their area to work with their dancers if they require. A number of pages on the UDO website will be dedicated to the competition and will provide the most up to date information.
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
